In light of these questions, and, in fact, espe-
cially because of them, the team of the Berlin Performing Arts Festival is looking at the year 2021 opti-
mistically as well as resolutely and are pleased to invite you to save the date for the new edition from
May 25 to 30, 2021.

From December 18, 2020, artists, groups, theaters and performance venues are invited to submit their
analog, digital or hybrid works from the fields of theater, dance, performance, music theater, puppet
theater as well as children’s and youth theater and be a part of embodying the diversity of Berlin’s inde-
pendent performing arts community.

As always, a major part of the schedule of programming will be dedicated to the platform Introducing...,
where new artists in and for Berlin are presented at Ballhaus Ost, HAU Hebbel am Ufer, Sophienseele
and Theaterdiscounter.
